Jackie has designed
permanent road signs to mark the 10 mile commemorative route run by Jonas Cattell on October 22, 1777, from Haddonfield
to Red Bank Battlefield (National Park) New Jersey to warn Col. Greene of the impending attack by the Hessians. The
Hessians were easily defeated and the fort was saved thanks to Jonas Cattell.
